Summary 

Justice for Survivors Campaign

Cortney Fisher provided a summary of the Office of Victims Service’s meeting with the Justice for Survivors Campaign.

· We agreed we could share our deliverables with them.

Complaint Process

Cortney Fisher presented the Task Force’s consolidated recommendations for the Complaint Process based on group discussions we have had so far and there was further discussion of the complaint process components. 
· A central body should receive the complaint
· The SART seems like a natural fit to receive the complaint
· The internal complaint process would be to send to the SART Chair, and possibly a person who was hired specifically to intake complaints and run SART website
· The complaint would also be sent to the affected agencies
· Affected agencies would have a chance to address the complaint and report back to the SART
· Complaints dealing with MPD would be forwarded to the Office of Police Complaints
· SASP could be a funding source for the SA Complaint System
· Complaint form and electronic process needs to be developed
· A brochure could be developed that would be given to all SA survivors who access a care provider notifying them of the complaint process and steps to file a complaint

Presentations on Right to an Advocate beyond the Hospital Exam and Law Enforcement Interview

Nikki Charles briefly shared her findings. 

Six states allow advocates beyond the hospital exam and law enforcement. The states are California, Louisiana, Iowa, New York, Oregon, Washington.
