HOPE Court is a voluntary, specialty court for court
involved males and females.

HOW IS HOPE COURT

HOPE Court is a strength-
based, youth-driven court.
Youth play an active role in
selecting and monitoring
SErvices

HOPE Court judge sits in the
well of the court and has a
conversation with the youth.
Youth's team members are
invited to participate in all
court hearings and meetings
to support the youth.

Youth has access to a team
motivated to help meet their
needs.

HOPE Court is interested in
the youth's goals baoth within
and outside of his or her

delinquency/PINS case.

HOPE Court participants have the possibility of having
their case dismissed if the program is successfully
completed

HOPE Court participants are expected to demonstrate
a good faith effort in recommended services.

HOPE Court may be a year or less.

HOPE Court understands that young people leave home
for various reasons and make efforts to support youth
in returning to a safe place.

v" HOPE Court is only for girls.

v" HOPE Court is only for people who have been
trafficked.

v" HOPE Court is only for youth who identify as victims.

v" HOPE Court is for youth that are prostitutes™.

(ex., leaving home, truancy,
substance abuse, involved in
an unhealthy relationship)
Youth who have exhibited
concerning conduct on
social media.

Youth who associate with

older men or women.
